Local Initiatives Support Corporation (LISC) Coaction Fund 

· To support organizations or partnerships able to produce physical improvements and economic opportunities at a scale similar to historic levels of production/activity.

· Connecting physical improvements to increased economic opportunity for residents through living wage jobs, business development and other asset and wealth building strategies.

· Measuring the impact of these activities on quality of life for people and places.

Annual Outcome-based Grants: Ranging from $35,000 to $70,000 annual grant commitments will be based on defined outcomes that align with LISC values

and program goals, driven by the participant’s implementation or production

agenda, and guided by neighborhood or community visions. Grant commitments

will be renewed each year based on the annual progress made toward achieving those outcomes.

Evaluation and Communication Assistance:  Program participants will receive up to $10,000 each year to support the creation of evaluation plans and implementation of outcome measures that help articulate their work and impact. LISC will supplement this award with staff and consultant technical assistance as needed and assist with aggregating program and evaluation data within a neighborhood or community.
